YEAR 6 START/FINISH TIMES
Year 6 School Hours: 8.45am - 3.15pm.

Your child will be released from the classroom at the end of the day. If you are happy for your child to walk
to or from school, please email your child’s class teacher to advise them of your consent.

HOMEWORK

We will be setting 2 mandatory homework tasks per week*. We will be sending Homework folders home
in the first week of this term for the homework tasks to be completed in. In addition to this, we also strongly
recommend that your child spends at least 10 minutes independently reading a level-appropriate book.

*there may be additional revision activities set on top of this and it will increase over the course of the year.

MOBILE PHONES

Y6s will be allowed to bring mobile phones to school if they are walking to/from school on their own, but as
we mentioned above, these MUST be handed over to their teacher in the morning. Pupils will not be
allowed to access/ use/ view their phones until the school day is over. The mobile phones will be locked
away throughout the day.

ASSESSMENTS/ SATS

We know that there has been a lot of publicity around SATs over the recent months and although we will be
preparing your children with practise tests and assessments, we would like to take this time now that that is
not the sole purpose of Year 6. We aim to help the children to become independent learners and resilient,
kind and all rounded people who are ready for their transition into secondary education.

To provide more information and give you a chance to ask any questions you may have, we will be holding
a Year 6 Parents/Carers Welcome meeting on Wednesday 4" September at 9.00am.

Fridays will be the Year 6 PE day. Please ensure your child comes to school wearing appropriate footwear
and PE kit. Please remember no jewellery or earrings on PE days and plan piercings accordingly.
